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As the capital city of Kazakhstan, Nur-Sultan has a relatively short but vibrant history. Nur-Sultan gained its
status as the official capital in 1998 — the same year ERG established itself in the city — then known as Astana.

The region of Pavlodar is both at the heart of Kazakhstan and
the place where Eurasian Resources Group’s success began.

When the first investors came to the region 25 years ago, it
prompted an economic boom and the region is now at the centre
of Kazakhstan’s aluminium industry. Noonly does the Group
mine alumina that acts as an important link between Kostanay
and Pavlodar, but it also comprises Kazakhstan’s first and only
producer of high-grade primary aluminium. The work is carried
out at Kazakhstan Aluminium Smelter JSC (KAS), which is among
ERG’s most recently established enterprises. The processes are
modern, as the majority of them have been automated.

Two of ERG’s significantly sized operations, the Aksu
Ferroalloy Plant of Kazchrome TNC JSC and the Aksu Power
Plant of Eurasian Energy Corporation JSC, are located in the city
of Aksu in the Pavlodar region and make up an important presence
for the city’s 70,000 inhabitants.

The Aksu Ferroalloy Plant, which celebrated its 50" anniversary
in 2018, is one of the world's largest manufacturers and suppliers
of ferroalloys. Four melting shops with 26 furnaces are installed

Over its 55 years of existence,
Pavlodar Alumina Plant has produced
more than 60 million tons of alumina.

at this plant. Over 1 million tons of ferroalloys is produced here
annually, a large percentage of which is exported overseas.
This large-scale production facility for chromium, silicon and
manganese alloys necessary to produce steel of various grades
makes this enterprise unique.

The Aksu Power Plant is among the Group’s leading
enterprises. lts installed capacity reaches 2,450 MW. The plant
generates approximately 17 % of the country’s total electric energy,
which makes it Kazakhstan’s biggest energy supplier.

As a city, Aksu has developed thanks to the ferroalloy plant
and the power plant. Hospitable and welcoming, Aksu has been
known as “the city of metallurgists and energy workers”.

The production at the Vostochny coal pit of EEC JSC, located
in Ekibastuz, accounts for 20% of the total coal output in the
Republic of Kazakhstan. The key consumers of the Vostochny coal
pit include the electric power plant of EEC JSC, Aksu Ferroalloy
Plant, CHPP No.1 of Aluminium of Kazakhstan JSC and Omsk
CHP plants.

KOSTANAY

The land of Kostanay region is incredibly prosperous
and wealthy. Its subsoil contains around 35 different types of
minerals. This is also the region where the biggest CIS iron
ore enterprise, Sokolov-Sarybai Mining Production Association
(SSGPO) JSC and Torgayskoye and Krasnooktyabrskoe bauxite
mining administrations of Aluminium of Kazakhstan JSC, are
successfully operating.

The inhabitants of Rudniy have always been proud of
SSGPO’s achievements — the fate of the mining giant and the
city of Rudniy are closely intertwined. The development of the
SSGPO started with the exploration and mining of the resources
in the Kostanay region.

The USSR’s first iron ore pellets plant was built there,
and in 1978, the product was recognised as compliant with
global standards and awarded the country’s first Quality Sign.

It was
here that the first railway tunnels were used to open up strategic
growth opportunities for the region.

ERG is one of the few Kazakh companies to have developed
its own digitalisation and modernisation programme.

For the ferroalloy division of ERG, the Aktobe region is the
most important place in Kazakhstan. The Company’s oldest
assets are based there, in Khromtau and Aktobe. The Donskoy
Ore Mining and Processing Plant (DGOK) and Aktobe Ferroalloy
Plant have been operating very closely for over 80 years.

The stability of the relationship between the plants is very
important to the 13,000 inhabitants of the Aktobe region, who
mostly work for the Kazchrome branches. ERG fondly refers to
the two cities as “brothers” — when you hear about the Aktobe
Ferroalloy Plant, you also think of the Donskoy Ore Mining and
Processing Plant and vice versa.

The village of Khromtau, founded in 1940, has since developed
into a city. It is called the ‘Chromium Capital’, as the ore mined
here is the best quality in the world.

The earliest news on chromium came with the discovery
of chromites in the Aktobe region by Yuliya Kurazova in 1937,
when geologists from Moscow arrived on the ground and started
exploring the area. Wrapping paper — the only available paper
at that time — was used to advertise the discovery of the richest
chromium ores deposits and to send a proposal to Soyuzkhromit
multi-corporate enterprise to immediately organise mining
production. Thus began the great history of the Donskoy Ore
Mining and Processing Plant, known then as the Donskoy Chrome
Mining Administration.

During the War, the enterprise not only expanded, but also
laid the ground for its future development. Peace brought new
changes — production volumes grew, new open pits were developed,
new machinery arrived, and then underground mining started.
Professionals from the entire Soviet Union arrived to build the
underground mines and many of them settled there. Together with
the city, the Company grew. Khromtau officially became a city in
1967. The Donskoy Ore Mining and Processing Plant is a flagship
plant of the local mining sector, providing jobs for 7,500 inhabitants
of the city.

The current total length of the horizontal tunnels at both mines of
the plant exceeds 200 kilometres. If all the ore that has been mined
there was loaded into wagons, the train would be as long as the
Great Wall of China.

The plant’s presence in the city is unmistakable, through the
facilities that it has helped build or refurbish, including a mosque
and a church built as a gift for the city, the Baldauren Children’s
Playground, a new residential area funded by the Company’s Housing
Programme. The dynamics of Khromtau city and the Donskoy Ore
Mining and Processing Plant is time-proven and, hopefully, will
continue to be successful in the years ahead.

Aktobe Ferroalloy Plant is not just an enterprise, but the city’s
backbone. No visit from officials is complete without a tour of the
iconic Komsomolka furnace. The scale of its operations is impressive.

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KARAGANDA

Karaganda is the biggest industrial region in Kazakhstan,
the mining capital of the country and the city where Nursultan
Nazarbayev, Kazakhstan's First President, started his working
biography. Karaganda City is the hub of many key sectors including
ferrous and non-ferrous metallurgy, chemical, consumer and Food
& Beverage.

The Karaganda region was built on coal both literally and
figuratively. According to historical accounts, coal was discovered
there in 1833 while mining of the material began in the early 20t
Century.

During the Second World War, the region became the industrial
backbone of the Soviet Union. Between 1942 and 1945, wagons
carrying precious manganese ore were being regularly shipped from
there.

It is here, in the Karaganda region, that the largest Kazakhstan
enterprise for the extraction of manganese ore is located —
the Kazmarganets Mining Administration, a branch of Kazchrome
TNC JSC, as well as one of the largest thermal coal producers in
Kazakhstan — Shubarkol Komir JSC.

1985-2019

170 million tons of coal were mined at Shubarkol coal deposit
between 1985 and 2019. In total, about 2.5 million wagons have been
used so far to transport the coal from Shubarkol. If all the wagons
used in the transportation of coal were attached to one another, the
train would be around 35,000 km long, which is about 90% of the
circumference of the Earth.

480 kilotons of manganese ore are mined annually at the Tur
open pit, from which 165 tons of manganese concentrate are
produced. A major part of the concentrate is then sent to the Aksu
Ferroalloys Plant, another one of ERG’s enterprise.

ERG’s ventures extend beyond industrial activities. The
Group has been investing extensively in social projects ever since
Karaganda was included in the list of ERG “partner” cities. These
projects include the refurbishment of the centre for people with
disabilities in Karkaralinsk, schools in the villages of Tugusken and
Yntymak, a pre-school in the village of Kievka, the construction of
the Karaganda Arena Ice Palace and tennis centre, the Museum
of the First President of the Republic of Kazakhstan in Temirtau,
several sports and playgrounds in the villages of Atasu, Barshino,
Zharaspay and Kertindi.

In Africa, ERG mines and processes copper and cobalt ore. The Group launched the Metalkol Roan Tailings Reclamation (RTR),
a major reprocessing facility for historic cobalt and copper tailings from operations of other mining companies in the Democratic
Republic of the Congo (DRC).

Metalkol RTR'’s Phase | production capacity amounts to 14ktpa cobalt and 77ktpa copper, and at full capacity, it will be capable
of processing up to 24ktpa cobalt and 120ktpa copper per year. Cobalt is a key component in the production of lithium-ion batteries
for gadgets, electric vehicles and other mobile sources of electrical energy. Global cobalt demand is expected to double by 2025.

The Group has further copper and cobalt related assets in the DRC and the Republic of Zambia and development projects in
thermal coal, manganese, platinum, bauxite and fluorspar in South Africa, Zimbabwe, Mali, and Mozambique.

ERG supports a number of education and infrastructure projects in Africa. The Group launched its Clean Cobalt programme at
Metalkol RTR to help ensure responsible cobalt production, improve local communities’ quality of life and support efforts to achieve
responsible cobalt supply chain. ERG is working with the Good Shepherd International Foundation on child protection, development
of alternative livelihoods, women and child empowerment and capacity building. The Group also cooperated with Pact, an
international NGO for the “Children Out of Mining-Northern Kolwezi” programme, which focuses on supporting children that are
working in mines in the DRC.
